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The latter is a nonprofit foundation established by a firm that has an economic stake in financial services.

time. It is typical for a sponsor to want to review manuscripts or other proposed drafts before 

publication. The UW can provide this usually no more than 30 days prior to public disclosure. 

A sponsor can request redaction to protect its confidential information or delay publication to 

protect its interests in the project intellectual property.”1 (Emphasis added)
